    isolator in front of the muffler.

    Note: Be sure to support the exhaust.

 

    Slightly enlarge the center mounting point on both the driver

    and passenger side frame rails to allow the hardware to fit.

4. Utilizing the access hole, fishwire (1) 1/2" carriage

    bolt and (1) spacer into each of the three mounting

    holes in both frame rails.

 

5. Raise hitch into position and secure the hitch to the vehicle

    using (6) 1/2" hex flange nuts. 

6. Torque the 1/2" hardware to 110 ft-lb.

    Reinstall exhaust and fascia screws from step 1.

2. Lower the exhaust by removing the (4) bolt from each of the rear exhaust hanger brackets (2 per side) using a

    15mm socket. 

 

3. Finish lowering the exhaust by removing the exhaust rubber isolator in front of the muffler.

    Note: Be sure to support the exhaust.

    Slightly enlarge the access hole on both the driver and passenger side frame rails to allow the hardware to fit.

 

4. Utilizing the access hole, fishwire (1) 1/2" carriage bolt and (1) spacer into each of the three mounting holes in both

    frame rails.

 

5. Raise hitch into position and secure the hitch to the vehicle using (6) 1/2" hex flange nuts.

 

6. Torque the 1/2" hardware to 110 ft-lb. Reinstall exhaust and fascia screws from step 1.
